Memorial Gifts to Spring Harbor Celebrate
Bill Carlson’s Strength, Courage, and Compassion

When her husband, Bill, passed away in October 2009,
Sue Carlson of Sebago chose to honor his memory by

asking that all gifts be made to Spring Harbor Hospital

in lieu of flowers. Sue said the decision was an easy

one. On the evening of Bill’'s death, an old newspaper
clipping from 2003 that she and Bill had intended to
read was sitting on the kitchen counter. The article was

about a generous pledge made to Spring Harbor’s capital

campaign by the Stephen and Tabitha King Foundation.

“I don’t know where I grabbed the article from, but there

are no coincidences in life,” Sue explained. “I knew then

that Spring Harbor would be Bill’s only choice.”

The adult child of an alcoholic and a veteran of two
tours in Vietnam, Bill suffered most of his life with post

traumatic stress disorder. “In the last year of his life, Bill

tound a therapist who helped him push through the pain

of this past and find genuine peace,” Sue recounted. “He

would do anything to spare a child from going through

the same thing.”
